Types of SEPs:
Accommodated SEPs - An Accommodated plan means that the student is working on the same grade –level, academic outcomes as their classmates. Justified accommodations do not change the difficulty of work, but rather build in supports necessary for the student to achieve academic success. Justified accommodations can range widely and are based upon individual needs. 
Modified SEPs - A modified plan means the curricular outcomes for the grade are changed by at least fifty percent. In this case, a student on a modified SEP would be working on goals at a different academic level than his/her peers - in specified areas. Progress would be assessed relative to the individual's improvement and not based upon a comparison to a Grade level standard.
Individualized SEPs - An individualized SEP involves non-academic work. The student, in this case, would be working on skills not traditionally considered academic i.e. life skills and self-help skills. Progress would be assessed relative to the individual's improvement on the set goals and objectives.
